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THE GRODZKA GATE – 
NN THEATRE CENTRE IN LUBLIN
In its programme, this cultural institution of the city of Lublin 
refers to the symbolic and historical significance of its seat, 
the Grodzka Gate, historically also known as the Jewish Gate. 
This place marks a transition point between the Christian and 
Jewish districts; it sits at the confluence of different cultures, 
traditions, and religions. Originally, the institution focused on 
original theatre performances. Over time, the Grodzka Gate 
team began to open up to other, non-theatre projects of a social 
and educational nature, oftentimes going far beyond arts. 
Among the most eminent and far-reaching projects run by 
the Grodzka Gate, the Oral History Programme is particularly 
noteworthy. The programme is about collecting stories told by 
the inhabitants of Lublin covering events related to the city 
and Polish history. The centre is also the main organiser of the 
City of Poetry: Lublin Literary Encounters: a series of cultural, 
poetry-oriented events. Today, the centre operates in three 
locations: THE GRODZKA GATE, THE UNDERGROUND TRAIL 
(Crown Tribunal) and the House of Words (ul. Żmigród). 
All these places share (and tell) a common history.

SONG AND DANCE ENSEMBLE
Wanda Kaniorowa Lublin Song and Dance Ensemble is 
genuinely unique against the backdrop of Polish and 
European folk groups in terms of organisation and 
programming. It was established in 1948 as one of the 
first folklore groups after WW2. Today, it is home to 
a number of dance groups performing all Polish national 
dances and many perfectly choreographed regional 
ones. The ensemble is a great cultural ambassador of 
Poland and the region. They travel the world to share the 
wealth of Polish folklore with people living in almost all 
continents. They have won many awards, including the 
prizes of the Minister of Culture, the Minister of National 
Education, the Minister of Foreign Affairs, the Gover-
nor of Lubelskie, and the Mayor of Lublin. In 2008 the 
ensemble earned the prestigious Oskar Kolberg Award 
“for meritorious service to folk culture.” They have also 
accepted the City of Lublin Award for Dissemination of 
Culture and hold the title of Ambassador of Lubelskie.
